A city of ants is a teeming hive wherc work
is unending, as anyone will know who has
studied even the common yellow ant of the
English ficlds. The homes of these tiny creatures
arc underneath small mounds, raised a little
above the surrounding fields, and inside the
mounds thcre are chambers and galleries filled
with thousands of hurrying little creatures. The
centre of an ant community is the queen. She
alone lays the cggs which will become the whole
of the next genecration in the ant city, and as the
quecn lays her eggs, the busy worker ants carry
them away to the nurscry. There they arc
carcfully watched over by the nursc ants who, as
soon as the grubs are hatched out of the cggs,
fced them with a spccial food, kecp them clean,
and do cverything they can to make them grow.
So the grubs flourish, and as soon as they are
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full-grown, the nurse ants carry them to the
cocoon chambcr where the grubs change into
cocoons. Even at this stage, when the baby ants
are sleeping, the nurse ants are as’ watchful as
cver. At regular intervals the cocoons are carried
from the cocoon chamber to the top of the
mound, so that the warmth of thc sun may help
them to develop. Presently the cocoons burst
open, and the young ants crawl out ready to
takc their share in the lile of the community.

There are no unemployed, no slackers, 1n
an ant community. Whilst the nurse ants are
looking after thc young, scntinel ants are
mounting guard to give warning of thc approach
of an cnemy, Mecanwhile other ants will be hard
at work collecting food, repairing the nest, or
milking the ants's cows. Yes, ants kcep cows,
and some ants even make stalls of leaves and
silk in which to house their cows, and covered
galleries along which the milkers can go to and

fro from the stalls in safety.

Of course, an ant's cow in not like a real
cow. The ants's cows are greenfly or aphides
such as arc found on rosc trees in the garden.
Thc milk of these tiny creatures is honcydew
and an ant at work on a greenfly will stroke it
with its antennac, first on one side, then on the
other, until tiny drops of honey are exuded
through two pores in the back of the greenfly

and carried away by the ant.

It is not dilficull to prove for ourselves that
it is we who arc moving round undcr thec stars,
and not the stars that arc moving round above
our hcads. Now that wc all drive cars, we arc all
f[amiliar with thc properly of matter that we
describe as ‘"inertia". About a century after
Christ, Plutarch ecxplained it in the words
"Everything is carried along by the motion
natural to it, if it is not deflected by somecthing
else.” Filtcen hundred ycars later, Issac Newton
dcscribed the same property of matter by saying
that cverybody perscveres in its state of rest, or
of uniform motion in a straight line, unless it is
compclled to change by forces impressed on 1t
When our car is running f{reely, stopping the
cnginc docs not stop the car; thc momentum of
the car still carries it forward, and to stop it we
must cither put on thc brakes, or wait until
[riction and air-resistance brake the motion in a
morce Jeisurcly manncr. Not only cvery object,
but cvery part of an object, scems to want to

continuc its present motion, and will only make
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a changc il something pulls on it and compcls it
to do so. If we turn the stecring-wheel of our car,
we can make the lower part of the car follow the

front wheels, but the upper part will scem to
want to continuc on its old coursc; if we turn the

whecel too abruptly, there is danger, as we know,
that the car will overturn. Or, if the road is icy or
muddy, so that thec whecls get no grip on the
road, thec wholc back part of the car will tend to
follow its old coursc, so that thc car may skid.

Wc shall cncounter this property of incrtia very
oftcn on our journey through timc and spacc.

It is important to us at the moment bccausc it

with thc simplest and most

convincing proof that the ecarth actually
rotating. If we swing a hcavy ball or wecight,
pendulum-wise, at thc end of string, we shall

How, then, do males of species that do not
sing manage to attract females ? That depends
cntirely on the specics. Many species, such as
gulls-live in flocks, and return year after year to
thc same colony sites. There they can sce cach
other, and necd not guide solitary females by
song. Othcr spccics, although they do not 'sing'
as we mcan it, do make specific loud noises
which have exactly the same function as song.
We arc not accustomed to call thesc noises
'song', simply because they are not so beautiful
nor so persistent as, say, the song of a
nightingale. A male grey heron gives a loud,
raucous cry cvery half minute or so as long as it
is unmated, and this cry attracts the fcmale
herons. The grecat spotted woodpecker 'drums'
and probably attracts females by this
'instrumcntal music'. A friend of mine once

made a little instrument out of an old alarm
clock, which imitated the drumming very well. I
think if you took onec of Ludwig Koch's fine
gramophonc rccords of bird songs, and played it
in the suitable habitat in spring, you would get

surprising results.

You would then find that song has a second
function as well; il signals the presence of males
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to other males. By imitating the wood}?cc}fer'S
drumming near an occupied territory my friend
could make the owner of the territory fly to 1ts
favourite drumming trec and reply. You can do a

similar thing to many mal

¢ birds. Most bird

songs arc not very casy to imitate, but a golden

oriole, for instance, is casily fooled by even a

crude imitation of its melodious call. If you play

onc of Ludwig Koch's records ncar the place

where a male of the species 1S living,, it will reply
at once and, further, it will come to you. If you
arc wecll concealed, it may come VEry close, and
then you may sec how it loaks around, as if
searching for something ..... A male bird goes to
where it hears a rival singing, then looks for it
and attacks it.
