2%+2Y2:5

Earlier it was the responsibility ofthe state administration to conduct

elections to the Panchayati Raj Institutions, but now the state goverrlnent

appoints the State Election Commission for the purpose.

Fresh elections have to be held within six months after the dissolution of
Panchayati Raj before the period of five years.

The distribution of revenue between state govemment and local
govemment and between rural and urban government is done by the State

Finance Commission. This was not the case before the 73rd amendment

came into florce.

Reseruation is implemented for women, Scheduled Castes and Scheduled

Tribes and Other Backward Classes (ifthe State Govemment considers it
necessary for OBCs) in various posts in local government in propofiion to

their population.
