Sudarshan Lake of Gujarat

Sudarshan Lake was an artificial reservoir. We come to know about this from
a stone inscription in Sanskrit of about the second century AD. This
inscription was made to mention the achievements of the Shaka ruler
Rudradaman. This inscription states that this lake with sluice gates and
embankments was constructed by a local governor during the Maurya period.
But due to a severe storm its embankments broke and all the water washed
away. It is said that the then ruler Rudradaman had got this lake repaired at his
own expense. And for this he did not even collect tax from his subjects. There
1s another inscription (about the fifth century) on the same stone block in
which it is said that a ruler of the Gupta dynasty had once again got this lake
repaired.

Vijayanagara's most famous ruler Krishnadeva Raya (reigned 1509-29) wrote
a work on statecraft in Telugu called Amuktamalpada. Regarding traders he
wrote:

A king should improve his ports and encourage commerce in such a way that
horses, elephants, gems, sandalwood, pearls and other goods can be freely
imported... He should make arrangements for the transportation of foreign
sailors who are driven away by storms. , who have to return to their country
due to illness or fatigue, can be well taken care of... Traders from distant
countries, who import elephants and good horses, are called to a daily meeting,
giving gifts and ensuring fair profits. You should give approval and associate
with yourself. By doing this these things will never reach your enemies.
