Micronutrient Deficiencies — If the amount of energy and protein
n the diet is low, there is every possibility that the amount of other
hutrients, especially micronutrients such as minerals and vitamins,
will be low. Some of the major public health problems related to
Mmicronutrient deficiency are as follows-

1. Iron Deficiency Anemia (IDA): It is the most common
nutritional disorder in the world and is prevalent in both
developed and developing countries. If there is a deficiency
of iron in the blood, hemoglobin cannot be produced,
resulting in anemia. According to the World Health
Organization (W.H.O.), the level of hemoglobin in the blood
of women and children is 12 mg per 100 ml. Should be. If
there is a significant decrease in this level, symptoms of
anemia start appearing. The main reasons for the
occurrence of this disease are-

e Due to blood loss during delivery.

e Due to excessive bleeding in accident or excessive blood
donation.

e Due to stomach worms (hookworms) or diarrhea.

Symptoms of Anaemia:

Physical fatigue, shortness of breath after doing some work,
headache, dizziness, weak eyesight and laxity of the patient. Apart
from this, complaints of sleeplessness, low appetite, difficulty in
digesting food or heartburn.
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?. IDD -:The disorder caused by iodine deficiency is called iodine
deficiency disorder. lodine is a mineral found in very small quantities
n our body, but it is essential for normal physical, mental
development and growth. It is extremely essential for the smooth
functioning of the thyroid gland.

Disadvantages of iodine deficiency:

1. Deficiency of iodine causes goiter, which causes the thyroid
gland to swell.

2. The growth and physical development of children stops. Lips
become thick. Tongues become bigger.

3. lIts deficiency in an adult person causes swelling in hands
and feet, myxedema and the patient becomes lethargic.
