After the disintegration of Soviet Russia at the end of the Cold War, India has
become an attractive economic partner of America due to the liberalization of its
economy and impressive economic growth rate to get out of the unfriendly -
environment of India on the globe. There are two main things in India-US relations
- technology and Indian non-residents settled in America. In the field of softwarc,
65 percent of America imports from India, 35 percent of the technical staff in Boeg
are Indians. In high technology, 15 percent of the companies have been started by
Indians. Scholars say that while increasing its national power in terms of military
power, India can become more powerful by taking advantage of this historical
opportunity to form an alliance of developing countries so that US relations are so
complex that they do not clearly depend on any one straiegy. A proper
combination of several strategies of Indian foreign policy will have to be prepared.

In order to realize the dream of planned development and peacelul world,
independent India gave importance to the policy of non-alignment to protect itselt
and other developing countries from the fire of cold war, that is, India relused to
Join any faction.

Made the principles of Panchsheel the basis of its foreign policy, in which
special emphasis was laid on respect for territorial sovereignty and integrity. But
when China, the primarv country promoting the development of the policy,
attacked India and America, China supported directly and indirectly in the attacks
done by Pakistan, then India had to do something in its foreign policy to strengthen
the military position. By making concrete changes, he refused to sign the treaty and
in 1998, by conducting nuclear tests, included himself in the countries with nuclear
capability, which was called condemnable at the international level. Keeping its

side, India said that India will not use nuclear weapons first and is committed to
nuclear disarmament. 2+3=5

The rising voices of separatism and the tense political period after 1980 have tested
the potential of Indian democratic politics. In view of which some measures have
been suggested which are as follows:- 1+1+1+1+1=5
Instead of responding to regional aspirations, it is better to discuss problems in a
practical manner and not suppress them.

To reduce the regional tension, the idea of separatism should be abandoned and the
feeling of national unity should be kept paramount.

By adopting a practical approach, the solution of the problem of extremism in
states like Punjab, Assam by the Indian government can act as a guide for the
future as well.

India fully agrees with the mantra of diversity, hence the expression of regional
aspirations has to be allowed. He does not consider them anti-national but tries to -
understand.

Indian constitution makers have foresight who were aware of these diversities
hence adopted federal system.

Economic Development By not promoting regional balance, this problem can be
overcome by developing backward states on priority basis and connecting
everyone to the mainstream of development.

On the basis of regional challenges faced by India, we can say that India's
constitutional framework can practically prevent it from going on the path of
separatism.

2Y42%=5
Earlier it was the responsibility of the state administration to conduct
elections to the Panchayati Raj Institutions, but now the state government
appoints the State Election Commission for the purpose.

Fresh elections have to be held within six months after the dissolution of
Panchayati Raj before the period of five years.

The distribution of revenue between state government and local
government and between rural and urban government is done by the State
Finance Commission. This was not the case before the 73rd amendment
came into force.

Reservation is implemented for women, Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes and Other Backward Classes (if the State Government considers it
necessary for OBCs) in various posts in local government in proportion to
their population.

Twenty nine subjects which were earlier in the State list of subjects in the
Eleventh Schedule of the Constitution have been transferred to the
Panchayati Raj Institutions.
